Introduction to project

Background

The Government of Malta, hereinafter referred tahas “Government” intends to make all
efforts in line with existing policies to reduceegnhouse gas emissions and patrticipate in
fulfiling European and international targets taluee emissions for the abatement of climate
change. The Government has already embarked ongaigonme to promote investments in
renewable energy systems through specific grastsyedl as larger programmes for energy
efficiency and renewable energy in industry, ingbgdbut not limited to solar energy, wind
energy, energy from waste and biofuels. Malta’sentrelectricity system mostly depends on
imported fossil fuels. A number of changes are etguk to occur in the next few years
including the connection to the European grid, dmenmissioning of new plant at the
Delimara power station and the introduction of wiadns, amongst others.

A number of rooftops, hereinafter referred to a®stHRoofs” (as per Annex A2.1 and A2.2)
have been identified as suitable for the instatatf photovoltaic systems. They include roofs
of some Government buildings, some public schawsie public hospitals and some water
reservoirs.The estimated total unshaded area available fisr gloject is estimated at
67,263 M which shall be made available through a publickeaoncession. The electricity
generated from the photovoltaic systems will be fetb the grid in terms of the
Renewables Regulations.

This concession is designed to attain a financigiyple and technically sound project while
limiting the involvement of Government in the teiat operations of such systems and
encouraging the independent power producer (IPP)ake full responsibility for their
operation. Encouraging investment in green eneriflybe a contributing factor towards the
realisation of the objectives of the National Ewefplicy, including the 10% target for
Renewable Energy Sources and enhanced securityleofrieity supply. Moreover the
concession will be beneficial to the Maltese ecopdhmough increased investment and new
business opportunities.
